(first	the	rebuilding	of	the	temple	and	reestablishing	worship	under	Zerubbabal,	and	then	restoring	the	people	to	covenant	
faithfulness	under	Ezra)	fulfilling	the	sovereign	promise	of	the	LORD	so	that		the	remnant	of	returnees	(i.e.	the	readers)	


would	continue	in	temple	worship	and	be	careful	to	keep	the	covenant	in	the	midst	of	opposition	&	pain.

ab Archaeological evidence con!rms that the Persian period in the Holy 
Land was a comparatively impoverished one in terms of material cul-

ture. Later Aramaic documents from Elephantine in Upper Egypt illustrate the 
o"cial process of gaining permission to construct a Jewish place of worship 
and the opposition engendered by such a project.
Of the temple and its construction, little is known. Consequently, all art re-
constructions of it are tentative. Among the few contemporary buildings, the 
Persian palace at Lachish and the Tobiad monument at Iraq al-Amir may be 
compared in terms of technique.
Unlike the more famous structures razed in 586 BC and AD 70, the temple be-
gun by Zerubbabel su#ered no major hostile destruction, but was gradually re-
paired and reconstructed over a long period of time. Eventually it was replaced 
entirely by Herod’s magni!cent edi!ce.

Construction of the second temple 
was started in 536 BC on the Solo-
monic foundations leveled a half-
century earlier by the Bab ylonians. 
People who remembered the ear-
lier temple wept at the comparison 
(Ezr 3:12). Not until 516 BC, the 6th 

(522–486), was the temple !nally 
completed at the urging of Haggai 
and Zechariah (Ezr 6:13–15).
