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Amos, a sheep-breeder and fig farmer from the southern kingdom of Judah, related messages of judgment against the northern kingdom of Israel, 
showing that idolatry, injustices of the wealthy, and ritualism in worship infuriated the LORD and demonstrated that they were not living according to 

the covenant in order to call them to repent and encourage the righteous remnant (both north and south) that the Lord will restore them.
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
